Mr. Stewart is a former member of the Bluegrass Brass Drum & Bugle Corps (1992), the
Bluecoats Drum & Bugle Corps (1993-1995), and the Bluecoats Drum & Bugle Corps
Brass Staff (1996-1998, 2000).
